Being conscious of above it cleared out for me to design a concert hall in Eszterháza to 

the memory of Haydn

The existing building was deeply honoured all along. The main entrance is the former 

gate also today, this is more decorated than the others but as an element of the façade of 

11 window axes, in an axis of symmetry, with a double width

. 
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Going inward you can get directly next to the concert hall, in an internal space giving us 

an indoor-outdoor feeling with its glass covering so breaking away from the Baroque 

building . A new world opens to the visitor of the copper
