Mapping the youngest architectonic scene in the region of Central Europe, which took place in 2005 – 2007 within the project Young Blood, led to the object called Young Blood EXPORT, accompanied by discussions and lectures. The space object is actually a compression of 12 installations from Poland, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, Slovenia, and Austria. They respond to various questions of the existence of national forms of architecture in particular states of the region, as well as questions of possible interpretations of relationships between given states with post-communist tradition and new global partner from the West. Central European identity does not dogmatically act in the project, there is no nostalgic allusion.
